Wetland Bird Survey - High Water Counts - Orwell

In 1993 the two long-running national count schemes, the National Waterfowl Counts
and the Birds of Estuaries Enquiry (BoEE), merged to form WeBS. The survey, to
monitor non-breeding waterfowl, is jointly run by the British Trust for Ornithology
(BTO), The Wildfowl & Wetlands Trust (WWT), Royal Society for the Protection of
Birds (RSPB) and Joint Nature Conservation Committee (JNCC).

The Orwell estuary has been divided into thirteen sections and then into subsections
(see Figures 1 - 14 in the report on The Orwell's Waterfowl, Wright 2000). Each
count was made by a voluntary team of fieldworkers on a pre-selected date in the
middle of the month to coincide with spring tides. The counts were made two hours
before and up to one hour after high tide.

The tables that follow are:

For two winter periods full counts were organised by R M Blindell in the early days
of the BoEE.

1973/74 and 1974/75
Over the winter periods between 1975/76 and 1983/84 counts were either incomplete
or not carried out. Counts were organised by the author over the winter periods for
the subsequent years. For the first winter period of 1999/2000 subsections were
introduced for the whole of the estuary.

SWT/BTO Low Water Waterfowl Counts - Orwell

* The low water feeding counts were a series of co-ordinated counts carried out by the
Estuaries Project Team of the Suffolk Wildlife Trust (SWT) or volunteers.

The Orwell estuary was divided into six major areas then further subdivided into a
total of seventeen sections and then into subsections. The counts were carried out two
hours either side of low water.

The tables that follows are:

Following the proposed dock development at the Port of Felixstowe, the SWT
organised counts for two winter periods.

1984/85 and 1985/86

After record-breaking passage in Parliament, the Bill to develop the Felixstowe
Dock's Port facilities further into the Orwell estuary finally won approval. As a result
of this the SWT was contracted to monitor the feeding birds on the Orwell estuary
before, during and after completion of the dock development.

1988/89 to 1992/93 inclusive
In 1994 the SWT low water counts were integrated, to standardise data collection,
with the national WeBS low tide counts. For the first winter period of 1999/2000

subsections were introduced for the whole of the estuary.

1994/95 to 1998/99 inclusive and 1999
