Reasons for designation
The River Leadon is failing Water Framework Directive objectives for Good Ecological Status (GES).  Also, the Bromsberrow aquifer is part of a Groundwater Protected Area failing due to nitrate and pesticides. 93% of the catchment is in a Nitrate Vulnerable Zone and there are elevated levels of nitrate in surface and ground waters.  There are elevated levels of phosphate in surface waters and all 11 water bodies are non-compliant for phosphorus.  
Priorities
The whole of the Leadon is a priority CSF catchment, but work is targeted at the four northern water bodies or sub-catchments that cover Kempley Brook, Preston Brook, Ludstock Brook and The River Leadon from source to the confluence of Preston Brook.  See map below.
Objectives
To reduce the loss of sediment, nitrate, phosphate and pesticides from the catchment to improve the condition of the river and aid its return it to good ecological status.  To improve the quality of groundwater.
Delivery 
This will be achieved by raising farmers’ awareness of diffuse water pollution from agriculture (DWPA) by offering soil, water/run-off,  nutrient management and pesticide management training in the target areas and offering the appropriate grants through the CSF Capital Grant Scheme. The CSF Capital Grant Scheme and ELS/HLS will also be promoted where appropriate to encourage uptake of resource protection measures.
